Golf Club ‘Piece’

The Golf Club ‘Piece’ is the smallest of the four sites at Bidston Moss, occupying only 6 acres.  It is located in the angle of the corner between the Northbound carriageway of the M53 and the A554 Wallasey Approach Road. Part of its boundary with the A554 road is directly opposite the North boundary of the Cross Lane site, on the other side of the road.  This land was passed over to lease by the Forestry Commission as part of the same agreement as for the other Bidston Moss sites.  This area is not conveniently accessible for cyclists.

The layout of the site is a continuous curving embankment.  The head of the embankment  runs alongside the main road margins and at its foot is a band of level ground beside the same streamway which loops around the Cross Lane site.  The opposite bank is less elevated and slopes up to the green lawns of the Golf Club.  .  At the North-Eastern extreme of the site there is a small pedestrian footbridge which crosses the stream and joins with other footpaths outside the site.  The streamside walk here is well screened from traffic noise and is one of the quietest areas in the Bidston Moss area.  The Southern extreme of the site is alongside the buildings of Bidston Golf Club.

There is a line of shrubbery and small trees along the top of the embankment alongside the M53.  However, the nature of the remaining land has proved unsuitable for growing trees and the main part of the site has been left as wild wet meadow.  There are sizeable beds of reeds, especially on the opposite bank of the stream (leading up to the golf course).

The history of the old riverbed and the management of the stream which presently runs through it are of considerable historical interest, and will be described in a separate section of this website
